Two local mates have made a move to develop
a new subdivision in Marton. Bain Simpson
and Hayden Gould have formed Rangitikei
Developments Ltd with a view to create local
developments starting with Hereford Heights.
The pair purchased the land at the top of Hereford
St and Bredins Line in Marton that belonged to
farmer Neil Oldfield and was offered as a site with
District Plan designation of Residential.
Rangitikei Development Ltd took the concept to
the Rangitikei District Council for its support and
will now begin the planning process.

The council is involved because access to the area
needs to be done according to road safety rules - in
particular the main intersection into the new streets
and for the future of the area.

Mayor Andy Watson says Bain Simpson
approached Council with plans for the development
of Hereford Heights. "They purchased the land
and are in the process of putting the consenting
forward. We have been discussing the development
for sometime.

"We desperately need housing in Marton and RDC
want to be part of the solution.

"RDC is looking at the development of the
intersection (from Hereford St and Bredins Line)
that will open up the land in the Hereford Heights
subdivision."

Mayor Watson says Council has economic
development support for anyone planning

economic development in the district and anyone |§
can apply for it. "For example, if you have a large
block of land to subdivide, rates start to apply K&
once the land is sold, rather than when individual &
properties go for consent. A lot of the in-fill
sections have been used up in Marton, so new
subdivision is the next logical step."

"I'm thrilled to be working with Rangitikei
Development Ltd. Bain and Hayden have the
district at heart and want to contribute to the future.
"There is little bit of infrastructure they have
to contribute to but they are making sure the
development is of the highest standard." The
mayor says the project will benefit everyone
involved.

He says looking forward - the building of new
surveillance aircraft facilities at Ohakea (due to
begin in September) changes to the District Plan
- requested to accommodate new industry and
the Hereford Heights subdivision are all part of
positive growth in the district.

Bain Simpson says he believes any RDC
contribution will be paid back in rates in a number
of years and he says the Council has been very
good to deal with. He says a Hereford Heights
website will be set up soon with more in depth
information and the pair can be contacted direct.

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POLICE Firearms Buy-back Collection events

So far, there is just one Firearms Buy Back event in the Rangitikei District - in Taihape in September. The closest other
events are in Palmerston North and Whanganui. Police say they prefer that owners do not hand in firearms at NZ Police
stations and instead attend a local collection event.

Prohibited firearms buy back events began last weekend in Christchurch and will carry on until 20 December this year.
Details are on the NZ Police website (NZpolice.co.nz) listed under: Advice - Changes to firearms law - prohibited firearms.
There is a price list with the amount of compensation the government is willing to pay owners and instructions on how
owners should prepare their weapons, magazines and parts.

To receive compensation for prohibited firearms you are required to have a valid firearms licence. If you are handing in parts
and accessories included in the prohibited list, you do not require a firearms licence to receive compensation.

Police have named the man who died following an assault on
Thrush St, Taihape, last Saturday morning.

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Concern over tonnes of 1080 in landfill GCIFEEED%

Locals have raised concern 30 tonnes of 1080 poison has
reportedly been disposed of recently at the Bonny Glen
Landfill near Marton.

The 1080 came from a storage shed at Haast in South
Westland, flooded during the March West Coast flood that
swept away the Waiho Bridge. The poison was trucked and
ferried 926km to Bonny Glen.

Rangitikei District Mayor Andy Watson says he has had
two or three calls from people who are concerned and that is
"reasonable" but he says the local landfill should be one of
the safest places in NZ to accept 1080.

He says, "Bonny Glen Landfill is not RDC owned. It is a
commercial operation and as a result, had to go through the
stringent Resource Consent process which included safeguards
for handling hazardous waste.

"Owner Midwest Disposals has an absolute legal process for
accepting 1080 or any hazardous waste, including human or
fibrous," he says. "The landfill has accepted hazardous waste,
in particular 1080 before, but it is the amount that has raised
eyebrows. They are obligated to log the whereabouts of such
hazardous waste."

Horizons Regional Council carry out the monitoring of the
resource consent regulations, including those regarding any
leachate into the Marton wastewater and sewage ponds.
Mayor Watson says that when an extensive Resource Consent
public consultation process was carried out, public views were
asked for and were forthcoming and contributed to the final
consent safety rules and guidelines, subject to ongoing and
constant checking. The landfill was given resource consent to
to nearly double in size in 2015. Story Liz Rayner

WDHB’s laboratory testing is no longer sex-specific, removing
barriers to access for the transgender community.

Medlab Central, which provides testing for the DHB, has changed
software which dictated tests for specific genders.These tests
include cervical smears, prostate markers and pregnancy tests.
The previous software put a block on transgender patients who
needed tests that did not align with their gender identifier.
“There are now no gender constraints on ordering tests,”said
Medlab Central CE Dr Cynric Temple-Camp. Clinicians can now
select the appropriate gender group on the basis of their knowledge
of each patient’s personal circumstances, he said.

The initiative comes from WDHB’s new funding and contracts
manager Steve Carey.“Now the gender diverse community has
access to the testing they need, when they need it, regardless of
how they identify,” said Carey.“Not only does this enable better
healthcare for those individuals, but it empowers them to be a
participant in their own healthcare journey.”

The move has been welcomed by Pride Whanganui’s Christina
Emery, a proactive advocate for the LGBTQ+ community.
"When I read about the changes I was surprised this was even an
issue ... that we were being dictated to by a computer programme
rather than using common sense. But I am more than elated to know
someone has flagged this and, more importantly, that an outcome
has been reached. “Any barrier for the transgender community is
a barrier too many, so this is a step in the right direction. No one
should feel they have to fight for basic healthcare based on who

they are.“Life can be hard enough for our transgender community,
and this move has opened the door to more possibilities within
our healthcare system. Thanks to whoever made it their mission
to sort this out."

Federated Farmers 2019 Council
elections - hot topics

Hold your local council candidates to account on costs and
services and if you think the voice of farmers is not being
heard, consider standing for election yourself.

That’s the underlying message to rural people in the Federated
Farmers 2019 local body elections guide, Platform: Feds on
Local Government, released at the Feds’ AGM in Wellington
recently.

"The quality of local government in rural communities can
mean the difference between dodgy roads and safer ones,
and many thousands of dollars in rates," Federated Farmers
president Katie Milne says.

"Rates are among the largest overheads for many farms.
Because of the outdated and unfair reliance on property value-
based rates, it’s not unusual for a farmer’s annual rates bill to
top $20,000, or even $50,000. They can end up footing the
bill for a large whack of urban services they seldom, if ever,
benefit from."

The Feds’ comprehensive ‘Platform’ booklet is filled with
questions and topics to level at candidates putting themselves
up for election in October this year. There’s also food for
thought for existing and prospective councillors as they work
on their plans and pledges to voters for the triennium ahead.
"On service delivery and charging, the farming emphasis can
be summed up as ‘fit for purpose, at a fair price’," Milne said.
The quality of environmental regulation can make or break a
farm business. So on that front, farmers look for a practical
and commonsense approach from councils - one that balances
environmental gains with economic impacts and preserving
the ability to farm.

"With the annual rates increases of many councils double or
even triple inflation, and debt levels also mounting up, farmers
and many other constituents - are looking for councillors
who know the difference between ‘nice to haves’ and ‘need
to haves’.

"And if farmers don’t get satisfactory answers from current
and prospective councillors, our guide is challenging them
to consider standing themselves. Let’s have more of the
pragmatism, innovation and prudence New Zealand agriculture
is famous for inside local authority chambers," Milne said.

A film featuring two Kiwi men is due for release in

The Camino de Santiago (Latin: Peregrinatio
Compostellana, "Pilgrimage of Compostela"; Galician:
O Camifio de Santiago), known in English as the Way of
St James among other names, is a network of pilgrims'
ways or pilgrimages leading to the shrine of the apostle
Saint James the Great in the cathedral of Santiago de
Compostela in Galicia in northwestern Spain, where
tradition has it that the remains of the saint are buried.
Many follow its routes as a form of spiritual path or
retreat for their spiritual growth. It's also popular with
hiking and cycling enthusiasts and organized tour groups.
The French Way (Camino Francés) and the Routes
of Northern Spain are the courses listed in the World
Heritage List by UNESCO.

Although it is commonly believed that the pilgrimage
to Santiago has continued without interruption since
the Middle Ages, few modern pilgrimages antedate the
1957 publication of Irish Hispanist and traveller Walter
Starkie's The Road to Santiago. The revival of the
pilgrimage was supported by the Spanish government
of Francisco Franco, much inclined to promote Spain's
Catholic history. "It has been only recently (1990s) that
the pilgrimage to Santiago regained the popularity it had
in the Middle Ages."

Since then, hundreds of thousands (over 300,000 in 2017)
of Christian pilgrims and many others set out each year
from their homes, or from popular starting points across
Europe, to make their way to Santiago de Compostela.

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Property values hold and grow

The REINZ monthly property report for June 2019 reported a 1.7% annual lift in property
values across the country.

Growth across the country was constrained. The annual rate of change for Auckland slipped
slightly, according to the REINZ HPI, from -3.3% at the end of May to -3.5% at the end of June.
REINZ CEO Bindi Norwell commented, “The number of properties sold in NZ during June
was the lowest for the month of June in 5 years. Some people are reluctant to list their property
for sale without somewhere to move to which is slowing down the property cycle.”

Total listings on the market remain close to their lowest levels across most regions, although
there are some signs of improvement; 9 of 15 regions have more properties listed for sale
than a year ago. We are only a few weeks away from their typical seasonal trough so we’re
expecting listings activity to improve from August."

REINZ also reported a continuation in the lengthening of the number of days to sell a property.
The strength in property value growth continued in Invercargill (20.4% p.a.) and Palmerston
North (17.1% p.a.), while Dunedin remains the strongest growing main centre (14.7% p.a.).
Meanwhile the Queenstown-Lakes District is now reporting the lowest annual growth (outside
Auckland) of 1.9%.

In general, the outlook for the market remains firm, if not unspectacular. Interest rates remain
low but serviceability tests continue to limit the pool of eligible borrowers. According to the
First home buyers are a persistent presence but not at the expense of investors.

Investors appear to have a renewed confidence in the market, a couple of months after the

Kindergarten teachers to vote on
proposed settlement

NZEI Te Riu Roa's kindergarten teacher members will vote on a proposed settlement to
their collective agreement after four days of negotiation with the Ministry of Education and
kindergarten employers.

Lead negotiator Virginia Oakly says that the negotiation team worked hard to press their
claims and it's now up to members to decide whether to accept the offer.

"The proposed settlement certainly doesn't address all our claims, particularly around workload,
expertise allowances and better career pathways. However, it does include parity with the
compulsory sector and the pay increases that primary teachers fought very long and hard
for. It will be up to members to decide whether that is enough to settle for, or if they want
to fight on," she said.

The proposed settlement includes: Pay parity with primary and secondary school teachers,
delivering the same pay increases and unified pay scale primary teachers accepted in their
settlement. An increase in the head teacher and senior teacher allowance. A one-off payment
of $1500 (pro-rated for part-timers) for teachers who were NZEI Te Riu Roa members on 12
July 2019. A commitment to Te Tiriti o Waitangi. Refreshment and lunch breaks to reflect
the updated legislation.

Members will vote on whether to ratify the proposed settlement in an online ballot. The
ballot closes at 5pm on Thursday 25 July. The outcome of the ballot will be announced the

Government ruled out a comprehensive capital gains tax.

Farmers committed to reducing greenhouse

emissions

The Action on Agricultural Emissions discussion paper is a
positive first step as farmers and the government hammer out
a practical path to reduce livestock greenhouse gas emissions,
Federated Farmers says.

"We are agreed that a priority is to find a workable and
affordable way that farmers can measure emissions and
sinks at the farm level and to adopt practices and any new
technologies that will help drive down methane and nitrous
oxide emissions," Federated Farmers climate change
spokesman Andrew Hoggard says.

"Where we differ is that the Government keeps emphasising
pricing as the predominant tool. Federated Farmers does not
agree with universal pricing of methane. The ETS has failed
to reduce carbon dioxide emissions from transport - in fact,
transport emissions have near doubled since 1990. Universal
pricing of methane will be similarly unsuccessful."

What Federated Farmers has committed to is working with the
government to design a pricing mechanism where any price
is part of a broader framework to support on-farm practice
change. Such pricing would be set at the margin - that is,
only applying to methane emissions over the 0.3% per annum
reductions that science tells us is enough to ensure methane
no longer adds to global warming.

New Zealand farmers are proud to be among the most efficient
producers in the world and, unlike many of their overseas
competitors, essentially stand on their own two feet, as their

animals stand on their own four feet. Farmers here are largely
unsubsidised by consumers (by way of inflated prices) or
taxpayers and that has been so for over 30 years, Hoggard says.
If New Zealand’s milk and meat export volumes reduce, as a
result of lower on-farm production, the gap will be filled by
less efficient producers. This is known as "emissions leakage"
and will ultimately increase global emissions and food costs.
"So any pricing should only be a tool to incentivise farmers
into taking up economically viable opportunities to cut
methane, just as the Government might use incentives or a
nudge, to encourage people to switch to an electric vehicle.
"Unlike for a fossil-fuel powered vehicle, there is no ‘electric
sheep’ equivalent for farmers. But there is the potential for
methane inhibitors or a vaccine, albeit some years away from
proof and coming to market," Hoggard says.

Breeding low-emission animals and selecting low-emission
feeds are options being explored meantime.

The agriculture sector has committed to work with the
Government and iwi/Maori to design a practical and cost-
effective system for reducing emissions at farm level -
including a pricing mechanism as part of the broad framework
- by 2025.

Meanwhile, the sector’s proposed 5-year programme of action
is aimed at ensuring farmers and growers are equipped with the
knowledge and tools they need to deliver emissions reductions
while maintaining profitability.

Winter Gardening

Garlic Rust

Up to about 3 years ago, garlic was one of the easiest crops to
grow. You simply buried the cloves up to the point in some
nice fertile soil around about the shortest day and had about 6
months later nice big bulbs with fat cloves for use.

The worst problem was the black aphid to contend with.

That all changed about 3 seasons ago and now garlic is one of
the hardest crops to have success with, because of a new rust
disease.

The article below is one I wrote a while back and thought it
well worth repeating.....

The rust's technical name is puccinia allii. It's a fungal disease
of plants in the Allium family, which include leeks, garlic and
onions, among others.
The disease initially

infects the foliar Shallots Leeks
tissue and can result

in stunted bulb ' :

formation if the

crop significantly.
Last season, once again many gardeners had problems with
garlic rust but some were fortunate as the rust only struck about
a month or so before harvest thus a good size bulb had already
formed and they had reasonable cloves to use.

Others were not so lucky. They disease struck before the bulbs
had grown much so the end result was a bulb about the size
of a small clove and not much use. Once the crop becomes
infected you have basically lost any future growth of the bulbs
and cloves.

For years in NZ, there was no rust problem with garlic; at least
none brought to my attention.

It was the weather conditions in spring/summer 2016 when
the problem arose and the very strange aspect is, it was not
isolated to an area and spread out from there like the Myrtle
Rust problem. It affected just about the whole country in a few
weeks; most unusual.

Firstly, lets look at what the experts say about growing and

harvesting garlic (they have had
rust problems in the last two
seasons also) From NZGarlic.

Where to plant: A sunny sheltered spot seems to be ideal.
Garlic loves frosts so no covers are required.

How to prepare the soil: Just dig it up well and if you have
some compost, blood and bone and dolomite lime, dig some in.
How to plant: Plant with about 10cm between seeds and 15cm
between rows. Plant each seed with the pointy end facing up,
deep enough that the top of the seed is about 2.5cm below
the soil's surface.

Weeding: Keep the area between the garlic bulbs free of
weeds.

Harvesting: Many people harvest on the longest day of the
year (around 20 December). We recommend harvesting after
the leaves start to go yellow but while there are at least six
green leaves on the plant, which often happens around mid-
January. Harvesting earlier might mean the bulbs aren't as
big as they could be. Harvesting later might mean the bulbs
split or in extreme cases, start to deteriorate. To harvest, use
a garden fork or something similar to loosen the soil and just
pull up the plant up gently by its base.

Storing: Leave the leaves on, because during the drying
process the goodness from the leaves goes in to the bulb,
increasing its size and making it even more yummy and
nutritious. Clean off the dirt from the bulb and dry it for a few
days lying on a dry surface in a dry area such as a carport, then
store it by hanging in a dry place out of the sunlight.

Tying clumps of five or ten together by the leaves and hanging
under a carport or shed roof works well. Once dry, the plant
tissue is very absorbent and will even absorb moisture from
damp air and turn mouldy.

Back to my advice

Store in a dry shed or similar. Note : the spacing recommended
when planting 10cm apart and if in rows the rows 15¢m apart.
This allows good circulation of air around the leaves and it's
moisture on the leaves that allows the rust spores to set up
shop and ruin the crop.

Water in the morning not in the late afternoon, so water on
the foliage can dry during the day. It's better to water the soil
not overhead onto the foliage. If you plant in a row then you
can make a furrow beside the row and into this you pour your
water in the morning. It's an old trick that many either don’t
know about or have forgotten. Also note: use dolomite not
garden lime when preparing the soil.

What to do about the rust?
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If you had the rust problem last season on garlic, leeks, onions
then you have the spores waiting to happen again. You could
sterilize the area with potassium permanganate to kill the
spores by dissolving A 3/4 teaspoon with 3 dsp of salt into a
litre of hot water to dissolve. Add this to a further 9 litres of
cold water and use about 1-2 litres of the mix per sqm. With
a watering can.

Once you have a show of foliage, then you can spray with
a 1/4 teaspoon of potassium permanganate per litre of water
with one ml of Raingard added. The idea is to protect the
foliage from spores which the potassium permanganate should
neutralize as it is an oxidizing agent. Spray would be every
2 weeks of the above.

I also have an alternative that could possibly work to kill
rust starting to establish and that is a spray of Wally’s Moss
& Liverwort Control, which has very good fungal control
properties. These two controls should not be used together
and about 2 weeks apart if alternating.

Here is the final protection that should be used once a good
leaf structure has grown.

Spray the garlic foliage all over with Vaporgard at 15mls per
litre of warm water, on a nice sunny day. You could add a %4
teaspoon of potassium permanganate to this spray to increase
the protection. Using the Vaporgard does two things - firstly,
it puts a film over the leaves which on leaves sprayed will last
for 3 months. This could well be right up until harvest. If a lot
more leaves develop after using then you could spray again
to protect the new leaves. The film prevents moisture from
sitting on the leaf so the disease can't establish so easily.l have
recommended the same for Buxus disease and it works a treat.
The second advantage is the Vaporgard is UV screen
protecting the plant from UV, which allows the plant to gain
more energy from sunlight and that in itself will help produce
bigger bulbs and cloves.

Thus, even if the plant has had a bit of damage to the foliage
which reduces the amount of energy it can collect from the sun;
you have increased the collection potential of the other leaves.
If you plant a fair number of cloves then plant in 3 batches,
a third about now, a third about mid June and the last third
about mid-July. This staggered planting may help to obtain
some, if not all, the plantings.

One final aspect is when the first leaves appear. If you have
Perkfection Supa and Magic Botanic Liquid then mix the two
together at the recommended spray rates and spray the young
plants. This will help fortify them making them more resilient
to attack. Repeat monthly and if after using Vaporgard, then
add Raingard to the Perkfection and MBL spray.
