Bulls man says 
keep Haylock Park   

Bruce Dear from Bulls is not happy that RDC is putting a 
block of land in Bulls called Haylock Park up for sale, to 
benefit the Bulls Community Centre project but he is also 
working toward a solution.
Bruce is a former Bulls businessman and community 
committee member and still a resident, who was active when 
the park was donated to Bulls by local benefactor, Dr Owen 
Haylock .
It was purchased and gifted by Dr  Haylock to be developed as 
a park, for the benefit of Bulls people, especially those living 
on the western side of SH1, which runs through Bulls. The 
land is situated at Walton St, off Johnson St/ Walker Cresent. 
Bruce believes that, after consultation with Dr Haylock’s 
family and from what he remembers of him, selling it is not 
what Dr Haylock would have wanted.
Since the Rangitikei County Council and Marton and Tahape 
borough council’s amalgamated to form the Rangitikei 
District Council in 1989, the Haylock Park area has gone 
largely undeveloped, apart from a walkway and mown area 
and a few trees planted. The rest of it is leased. It has slipped 
from the agenda of the Bulls Community Committee or the 
RDC. Bruce Dear believes it could still be developed as a 
community park and there is still a special fund of about 
$27,000 that was designated to be spent on it. He thinks locals 
would also get behind a project to improve it.
Bruce is meeting this week with council representatives and 
the mayor and intends to speak to council at their public 
forum, before the full council meeting on next Thursday 
afternoon.
 He says, “ I hope to have a solution to put before Council.  
It is all for the benefit of the town." He is hopeful that a few 
Bulls locals will join him in the gallery..

Principals vote to 
accept new offer

Primary and intermediate 
school principals have voted to 
accept a new settlement from 
the Ministry of Education, 
which includes entrenched 
pay parity with secondary 
principals.
The settlement will ensure 
primary, intermediate and 
secondary principals of 
similar-sized schools will 
receive the same base salary, 
across key components of 
remuneration.
NZEI Te Riu Roa president 
Lynda Stuart said it had been a 
long and gruelling campaign, 
and she was proud of the way 
members had stayed united 
and held out for a fair offer, 
despite the personal cost. 
It was the sixth offer to 
principals since collective 
agreement negotiations began 
on 16 April 2018. During that 
time, principals held three 
strike days alongside primary 
teachers, including one on 29 
May this year that included 
secondary and area school 
teachers.
M s  S t u a r t  s a i d  " T h i s 
settlement of course doesn't 
address all of the issues we 
face as principals, and work 
will now begin in earnest 
with the Ministry and PPTA 
Wehengarua to make progress 
on the accord that forms part 
of the terms of settlement," 
she said.

Asthma and Respiratory Foundation NZ commends the Ministry of Health on the creation of 
their ‘Vaping Facts’ website but maintains that this is still the beginning of a long process.
 ARFNZ CE Letitia O’Dwyer says that the Foundation fully supports the development of 
new methods of smoking cessation for those struggling to quit but that vaping alone won’t 
help most people to give up smoking. 
 “It is important to note that there no easy answers when it comes to quitting smoking,” 
says O’Dwyer. “We, along with the European Respiratory Society, the Thoracic Society 
of Australia and NZ, the American Lung Association and many other medical societies, 
recommend that robustly tested, scientifically proven therapies be tried first, in conjunction 
with wrap-around-services and support.”
 ARFNZ Medical Director Dr Stuart Jones agrees on the importance of increasing resources 
and accessibility but cautions that research has shown clear effects of vaping which are 
understated on the Vaping Facts site. 
 “To say that there is no evidence that vaping is harmful to human health is misleading. 
There are multiple studies, including the recent NASM report, indicating that not only is 
vaping ineffective, as a sole cessation method but could have serious health effects in the 
long-term. A UK report published at the end of last year showed that widespread access 
and availability of e-cigarettes in the UK has had no significant impact on their smoking 
rates over the last decade. 
 “If we are going to use vaping, we need to use it in a smarter way, as part of a smoking 
cessation programme, and push for more funding of culturally appropriate and accessible 
programs. Studies in nicotine replacement therapy show that widespread access, without 
wrap-around smoking cessation counselling actually leads to reduced rates of quitting. The 
only study that has shown some benefit from e-cigarettes as a smoking cessation tool used 
it as part of an intensive support programme, says Dr Jones.

Psychologists Vote for Further Strike Action 
Psychologists employed by district health boards have voted in favour of further strike 
action. From Tuesday 3 September psychologists employed by sixteen district health 
boards and members of apex – the union for health professionals, will stop accepting 
new patients and will stop participating in group work with patients.
 The strike will last for four weeks and follows on from the nationwide overtime ban 
that began on 31 July and will continue until Tuesday 3 September.
 “Despite the Government’s stated intentions of increasing access to psychological

Most of the group regularly take the Taihape to Palmerston North bus although they say  
numbers last weekwere down a little, being cold weather. About 8 to 10 people regularly 
take advantage of the bus service from Marton adding to those already aboard from 
Taihape and Hunterville and more are often added at the Bulls bus depot on the way past.  
Reasons for using the service vary from not being a driver to wanting a day out on their 
own as well as unable to drive, due to disability. Those passengers spoken to last week, 
unanimously say there's not enough easily accessible publicity about the bus service. Since 
some of the group fought to keep the service a couple of years ago, one of the regular 
users Jean Marton has taken it upon herself to put Horizon’s GoBus posters up at various 
outlets around Marton, to make sure people know the srervcie exists. She says she fought 
for it last time and is very keen to support the service.
The bus users find the early morning Palmerston North daily commuter service from 
Marton too early and the wait for it to return after 5pm, too long. 
The Rangitikei bus goes to Palmerston North one fortnight and Whanganui the next, on 
every second Thursday. There is no indication anywhere of the date of next journey to 
either of the cities, for newcomers wanting to catch the bus.
The next trip should be to Whanganui on August 29.

Over many years,  I have written numerous columns on how to 
have great healthy roses that you can be proud of.
About 10 years ago,  I received an email from a gentleman 
whose family are exceptional rose collectors. It told me the 
story of how his parents collected several hundred roses, over 
the years, on their rural property and, he in turn, took over the 
care of it, once the parents could only admire them. 
During the parents' time, they adopted newer products to care for 
the needs and protection of their beloved roses. Rose fertiliser 
replaced the natural manures that had originally been used 
and later on, Nitrophoska blue as well. Their son explained 
that the health of the roses deteriorated, so new sprays such as 
Shield, were found to combat the diseases and pest problems. 
This helped for a few seasons but the problems of disease and 
pests became worse. I was told things would start to improve 
and then get worse than before. The parents passed on and he 
fought for a few years, in their memory, but decided if the roses 
did not improve the following season, he would run the tractor 
through the beds and get rid of the collection. 
It so happened, that he was visiting relatives in another part of 
the country, when he spied an article in the local paper that I 
had written on the care of roses. He said that the article was 
read with great interest and it reflected the original way that 
his parents had treated the roses, before they were lured into 
using chemical foods and sprays. The article showed him that 
chemicals did not solve any problems but instead weakened the 
immune system of the roses, making them more susceptible to 
disease and pests (remember... diseases and pests are Natures 
way of removing weak plants to make way for the strong ones). 
Chemicals, which may work and make things better for a season 
or two, then have the adverse effect of making it a lot worse.
The gentleman followed my suggestions and after a couple of 

Seasons of natural health giving products, the 
roses, in most cases, 
had returned to their former glory. A few still 
had problems, because they were weaker bred 
plants anyway; ones which you either persevere 
with for their flowers or perfume, or discard.
The email closed with a further thanks to my 
suggestions and that now, his parents would be 
proud instead of turning in their graves.
This is so simple and logical. Nature has been 
working on the planet for millions of years. It 
has grown as a result of natural processes and 
when mankind in our stupidly, think that we 
can introduce unnatural chemicals that disturb 
the natural order of things and improve on nature -then we are 
fools to the 99th degree.
Manmade chemicals are not good for our gardens, let alone doing 
any good for our health. 
Firstly, use only natural products that will enhance the soil food 
web and not destroy it: such as, animal manures including sheep 
manure pellets, blood & bone, Bio Boost, dolomite, Wally's 
Neem Tree Granules and compost NOT made from green 
waste (roses are very susceptible to herbicides and green waste 
composts can have various herbicides used for weed control in 
lawns as well as general weed killers that contain glyphosate).
 If your roses show signs of distorted unusual or feather looking 
new growth, that is herbicide damage.
Now, you have the base food,  you add Wally's unlocking your 
soil potential (replaced Rok Solid no longer available) every 
6 months and even a little Ocean Solids for their rich mineral 
content. During the flowering season, once a month, apply a little 
Fruit and Flower Power.
Starting in spring, with the first sign of new growth, spray 2 

weekly a combined mix of 
Wally's Super Neem Tree 
Oil @ 5ml per litre, Magic 
Botanic Liquid (MBL)@ 10ml 
per litre, Mycorrcin@5ml per 
litre. Every second spray or 
once a month, use Perkfection 
Supa for Roses @ 4 ml per litre 
added to the above. Spraying 

of these products should only be done just before sunset. 
If all is going well and your roses are looking great, then after a 
few months you can change to once a month.
If an outbreak of disease starts then spray potassium permanganate 
@ a quarter teaspoon per litre of water  - add 1ml Raingard. This 
will help arrest disease spores and during winter. A couple of 
sprays of this, while roses are dormant, can be good value. Include 
the soil in the root zone of the roses too.
All the things and products mentioned are beneficial to the soil 
life including our helpers, earth worms.
The last thing you want to do is damage the soil life, so no use of 
chemical fertilisers such as rose fertiliser or Nitrophoska. 
No herbicides, including glyphosate, to be used any where near 
the roses or any compost that may contain herbicides from green 
waste. Chlorinated water from your tap is a no no, as this really 
knocks back the soil food web and leads to leaf diseases and 
then more pest problems. It also creates the soil conditions that 
pathogens love.
It's simply a matter of putting a 'filter housing' with a 10 micron 
carbon bonded filter in your water supply at the tap. The plants 
will love it, along with the soil life, including earth worms. 
The filter mentioned doesn't remove the fluoride. You have to go 
to special filters for that which reduce the flow rate too low for 
practical garden use..
