Agencies agree next 
steps in Manawatū 
contamination issue

Galloway (on behalf of lead minister David Parker) and 
senior officials from Ministry for the Environment, NZ

“The biggest outcome today was that the agencies are 
unified around the needs of the community.  This includes 
ensuring that affected people have easier access to the 
information they need, that the wider community knows 
what’s happening and that there is 100% consistency in what 
people are told,” said Bruce Gordon, chair of the Horizons 
Regional Council.
“I was pleased to see the level of collaboration between the 
agencies.  That close interaction will mean the full spectrum 
of support can be provided to the people of the area,” said 
Minister Iain Lees-Galloway.
“I had heard a range of concerns from local residents and 
I’m confident those are all on the agenda now.  From a local 
perspective, I think we’re all much clearer on the current 
state of affairs, and have the right people involved to make 
the next steps,” Manawatū District Council Mayor Helen 
Worboys said.

Greypower News 
President of the Grey Power Federation Tom O’Connor has urged Parliament to send the Green 
Party Bill on medical cannabis to the Select Committee stage so the public can debate the issue.
O’Connor said, as he understands it, the government has introduced a bill, which creates a 
criminal defence for those using cannabis with a terminal illness. 
“This probably does not go far enough as those with chronic pain should also have access to 
medical cannabis if it offers them some relief.”
The Green Party bill, sponsored by Chloe Swarbrick, would allow anyone with a doctor’s 
prescription to access medicinal cannabis and O’Connor said it was logical that such decisions 
should be made by health professionals, not politicians.
O’Connor said there has been a long campaign by several groups and individuals seeking a 
relaxation of the law around cannabis use.
“Unfortunately, the genuine needs of seriously ill people were clouded by a noisy group 
seeking the right to grow their own cannabis for recreational use and so-called self-medication. 
O’Connor said there was a world of difference between cannabis-based pharmaceuticals, 
fully tested or otherwise and home-grown cannabis for self-medication, which the federation 
did not support.
“Self-medication is hazardous at best and for as long as recreational  home-grown cannabis 
is illegal, we cannot support its use for self-medication, as it would be too easy to abuse.”

HEALTH SCENEIconic landmark up 
for auction 

Marton's former post office is on the market and due to be 
auctioned next week.
 Its overseas owner has decided to sell. The building was 
opened by then NZ Prime Minister, JG Coates, in 1925 and 
served Marton and district until it was closed when postal 
services in NZ were rationalised by the government and 
historic post office buildings all over NZ were closed. 
The building was partially renovated by a former owner but 
has deteriorated somewhat, mostly from birds roosting inside 
but it still maintains four useable spaces in the downstairs 
area. They are lined with new gibboard and it is where some 
aspects of the original character of the building are still intact; 
with doors, ceiling features, decorative columns and the steel 
windows of the era. 
As flats, shops, a gallery, offices or restaurant … it has 
possibilities. Wendy Wagner from Property Brokers says it 
still has a future in Marton. Earthquake strengthening has 
a 15-year window for completion so the possibilities for a 
renewed life remain.
Property Brokers describe it as the “grand old lady." It is a 
category 2 historic building and an L shaped, two storied 
corner building designed in the “interwar stripped classical 
style” by John Mair.

ANOTHER PREVENTABLE RURAL TRAGEDY
Rural Women New Zealand (RWNZ) is saddened to hear of the death of a nine-year-old 
boy whilst riding a quad bike in rural Waikato last week and our thoughts are extended to 
friends and family.  
“It is very sad, but it need not have occurred. We need to prevent families and friends from 
the heartbreak of losing a loved one in such tragic circumstances,” says national president, 
Fiona Gower.
“RWNZ is concerned on two levels, one is children riding age appropriate quad bikes 
unsupervised and the other is children under the age of 16 riding adult-sized quad bikes.
“Last night's incident is an unfortunate but timely reminder of manufacturer's recommendations, 
that children under the age of 16 should not be riding adult-sized quad bikes.
“Children do not have the weight, strength or judgement to be operating these vehicles.  
“When young children are riding age appropriate quad bikes, they need to be wearing a 
helmet and be supervised at all times.
“RWNZ encourages anyone planning to use any form of machinery on farms receive training 
and learn safe practices.
“It is heart breaking to receive news like this,” says Ms. Gower.

Still underprepared for 
the next big one

NZ is still underprepared for 
the next big earthquake or 
major disaster. 
That is a central finding of 
a research report, Recipe 
for Disaster: building policy 
on shaky ground - launched 
recently  by the NZ Initiative.
 Lianne Dalziel, Christchurch 
mayor, wrote the foreword.
Post-earthquake disaster 
recovery in Christchurch 
was substantially hindered by 
avoidable policy mistakes that 
have still not been adequately 
addressed. The report’s 
authors, Dr Bryce Wilkinson 
and Dr Eric Crampton with 
Jason Krupp, argue that 
government should pre-
plan for future disasters by 
establishing an off-the-shelf 
framework for a recovery 
agency; including disaster 
contingencies in council 
long-term plans; progressing 
the changes to Earthquake 
Commission coverage and 
processes proposed under the 
last government and trialled 
in Kaikoura.
“ S u c h  c h a n g e s  w o u l d 
h e l p  r e d u c e  t h e 
problems Chr is tchurch 
e x p e r i e n c e d , o t h e r w i s e 
recovery from the next disaster 
will be unnecessarily difficult 
and costly. Building off-the-
shelf arrangements now that 
a future recovery agency 
could quickly deploy, would 
allow for more deliberative 
decisions.”
Homeowners and business 
o w n e r s  n e e d  t o  k n o w 
quickly what the rules are for 
rebuilding their homes, lives 
and businesses.”

Hottest month since 
records began 

January 2018 was the hottest month on record for NZ using the seven-station 
series, surpassing the previous record of February 1998, when the nationwide 
average temperature recorded was 19.6°C. The exceptional and persistent 
warmth during the month, meant mean temperatures were well above average 
(>1.20°C of average) throughout NZ. Notably, over half of NZ’s regularly 
reporting stations observed mean temperatures at least 3°C above their January 
average. The nationwide average temperature in January 2018 was 20.3°C 
(3.1°C above the 1981-2010 January average from NIWA’s seven station 
temperature series which began in 1909).  
January was a contrasting month for rainfall, as relatively few observation 
stations recorded near normal rainfall overall (80-119% of normal). The 
predominant northerly-quarter airflows delivered a steady stream of relatively 
humid air over the country. This combined with strong daytime heating to 
cause frequent, relatively short-duration, high intensity rainfall events - 
particularly over inland parts of the North Island.

       •	 The highest temperature was 37.6°C, observed at Clyde on 30 January.
       •	 The lowest temperature was 1.0°C, observed at Manapouri on 7 		
	 January.
       •	 The highest 1-day rainfall was 223 mm, recorded at Takaka on 17 		
	 January.
       •	 The highest wind gust was 143 km/h, observed at Mt Kaukau 		
	 (Wellington) on 6 January.
       •	 Of the six main centres in January 2018, Auckland was the 			
	 warmest, Dunedin was the sunniest, driest and coldest; Tauranga 
	 was the wettest and Hamilton the least sunny.
       •	 Of the available automatic sunshine observation sites, the 
	 sunniest four locations in 2018 so far (1 January – 31 January) 
	 are Cromwell (277 hours), Akaroa (272 hours), Lake Tekapo 
	 (271 hours) and Paraparaumu (267 hours).
