Local IT man a loss 
to Marton

Marton computer 
a n d  I T  m a n 
Malcolm McIntyre 
died recently of a 
heart  attack. He 
was moving his 
computer business 
to his new shop 
in Wellington Rd, 
above the newly 
opened pet store, 
Animal House, in 
which he was a 
business partner. He never returned after leaving early and 
was found deceased at his home.
Friend Peter Scott says,"He was taken away from us far too 
soon, at only 50 years old, and it's hard to understand why 
tragic things happen like this to such good people. Malcom 
was a happy, cheeky, comical character who would not want 
us to be sad. If he were here he would tell us to cheer up, 
smile, crack a joke, get a beer and remember all the great 
memories we shared with him. 
He was a very talented man, especially in the IT industry and 
I think that many people and businesses in our community 
would have sought out his expertise, in this field, at some 
point of time. He did have quite a big customer base.”
Malcolm's Animal House business partner Lex Hill is carrying 
on the new pet store.  Marion MacPhee has generously helped 
to return any computers the from the IT business.
Lex has received support from several Marton business 
people to help keep Animal House running successfully. A 
memorial service was held for malcolm and about 40 people 
attended.
Another local business man, Ian Hartley, who owned Toby’s 
Tyre Centre in Russell St also died suddenly last month of 
heart attack, aged 63.
The pair are amidst a high number of local Marton identities 
who have passed away in the last six weeks including Tunna 
Rolls, Bill Hammond, Dr Siriwardena, Kathy Tasker, Steuart 
Moss among others.

For the past two and a half years, clinical staff at Whanganui 
Hospital and Whanganui Accident & Medical have been able 
to view a summary of the health information held by a patient’s 
GP, through a Shared Care Record. A year ago this extended 
to a joint Shared Care Record with MidCentral DHB, allowing 
patient information to be shared between the two regions. 
Online access to the Shared Care Record allows health 
providers to safely and easily obtain a summary of patient 
information through a secure and confidential connection. This 
has meant that the doctors treating a patient are better placed to 
make safe and sound clinical decisions, based on knowledge 
of a patient’s known allergies and health conditions, as well 
as their current medication. 
The patient information currently shared between health 
providers, includes medications, allergies, immunisations, 
diagnoses, lab results and recalls. There is also the option 
to share the doctor’s consultation notes, but, to date, this 
has been withheld nationally, due to the conservative and 
cautious approach to privacy in the initial stages of the roll-out. 
Consultation notes add context and depth to the information 
already provided, some of the participating practices in our 
district have decided to allow these on the Shared Care Record.

All eleven general practices under Whanganui Regional 
Health Network have implemented a Shared Care Record, 
which means over 57,000 enrolled patients in our district 
are participating. Since 17 September, Aramoho Health 
Centre, Bulls Medical Centre and Gonville Health will 
include consultation notes in the Shared Care Record (notes 
commencing from 1 September 2018) and Taihape Health 
will add this at a later date.
“Sharing patient consultation notes with the hospital and 
after-hours medical centres will provide additional clinical 
information to support diagnosis and treatment,” says 
Whanganui Regional Health Network Clinical Director and 
Bulls Medical Centre GP, Dr Ken Young.
  If patients don't want their health information shared in this 
way, they can opt out at any time, by calling freephone 0800 
727 664. More information is available on the Shared Care 
Record website www.sharedcarerecord.org.nz or by obtaining 
a pamphlet from your general practice or by contacting the 
project leader, Karen Veldhoen at Whanganui Regional Health 
Network on (06) 348 0109.

FROM THE PULPIT
The danger of self-belief

For the sports-crazy fans and followers in NZ, we naturally 
want to see our teams and individuals do well and that 
means winning - that's why the All-Blacks are such a 
popular Team, their winning percentage is close to 90% 
and we hope it continues into the future, which includes 
the Rugby World Cup in Japan next year!
In all sorts of sports, we hear coaches & players alike talk 
about the importance of  'self-belief' - to believe you can 
do it is the pre-requisite for actually doing it on the
field. To believe you can win before you start the game, 
goes a long way to seeing it become a reality and  let's face 
it, we all love winners, don't we? No-one remembers who
came second or who played really well. In the long-run, if 
they don't win we easily forget.
Self-belief is all about winning in your head first - it's the 
psychological approach not just in sport but in all areas of 
life. Maybe it's better known as self-confidence,
that helps people win and overcome in their endeavours to 
reach and even exceed their potential.
Obviously, a positive attitude is all part of that and there 
is much good to be said about
self-belief. But there are some dangers - pride, over-
confidence, arrogance, over-competitiveness, a win-at-all-
costs focus - all of these things can eat away at the
integrity of our 'game.'
Jesus Christ talked about the dangers of having faith only

In the Gospel of 
John, he said, "I tell you the truth, unless a kernel of wheat 
falls to the ground and dies, it remains only a single seed. 
But if it dies, it produces many seeds" (verse 24).  He was 
referring to His own death that was approaching, but He 
was also stating a principle of life for us to live by.
He was saying, if you live out this principle in your life, 
you will experience the thrill of leaving a legacy when your 
life is over. So, don't get caught-up in self-belief - believe 
in Me and your life will be a harvest!

Grey Power
Grey Power has called on the Labour led Government to 
urgently honour a pre-election promise to appoint an Aged 
Care Commissioner.
National president Mac Welch says a report by The Human 
Rights Commission, that an estimated 5000 elderly were 
being held in secure dementia units, with another 1000 in 
residential psychogeriatric facilities without their consent, 
could not be ignored.
The report, entitled This Is Not My Home, includes comments 
from lawyers, doctors, academics and a district court Judge 
about residential care of older people when that care is 

provided without the person's consent. 
“Situations such as this should not arise particularly in a 
modern western democracy,” he says. 
Welch said the plight of defenceless elderly people in some 
residential care facilities dramatically highlighted the urgent 
need for the appointment of an Aged Care Commissioner. 
“Labour made a firm commitment that, if elected, such an 
appointment would be made in the first budget. With all parties 
in the coalition supporting the appointment why has it not 
occurred?  We want the Government to honour that promise 
and make this urgently needed appointment.”

One man from Horowhenua  is an inspiration to others  
Dairy farmer and volunteer firefighter Tony Eade 
loves working on a dairy farm and contributing to his 
community by volunteering as a firefighter.
Forty-six-year-old Tony signed up for Fire and Emergency 
NZ nine years ago because he wanted to give back to his 
community and help people. One day he went straight 
from fighting a fire to the dairy shed to milk cows.
“It’s great that I have a flexible boss who knows that 
sometimes I have to go to a fire callout at short notice.”
Tony says it’s satisfying knowing he is making a 
difference by helping people. “We are there to help 
everyone who needs our help – including animals. As a 
firefighter, you learn a lot of skills in managing situations 
and how to cope with different scenarios.”
All frontline people in Fire and Emergency New Zealand 
are trained in first aid – firefighters can be called out to 
medical emergencies to support the ambulance service.
“Depending on where ambulances are, we can be first on 
the scene to a heart attack for example, so knowing how 
to do CPR can save a life.”
On the farm, Tony works for a sharemilker with a 680-
cow herd, in a team of five, plus two relief milkers. He’s 
been a dairy farmer for 25 years.
“I love the cows. They’re my favourite thing about dairy 
farming. They’re great to work with and they all have 
their own personalities and habits. They come up for a 
rub in the paddock or in the milking shed. I don’t have a 
favourite – I love them all.
“Milking can be quite relaxing, if you have good cows, a 
good shed and a good team. I really enjoy it. With farming, 
it’s a good feeling to see what you’ve achieved – the 
condition of the cows, the milk and the farm,” says Tony. 
Looking after the environment is also really important. 
The farm has three wetlands that have been fenced off, 
pockets of native bush and planting down the sides of 
waterways.
Tony says he has worked in a range of roles in the dairy 
sector – from managing farms and sharemilking to where 
he is now – working for a sharemilker. 
He says it’s great there are so many options because you 
can choose the role that suits you at different stages of 
your life and for the lifestyle you want. One day he and 
his wife Lucy want to travel but right now they’re happy 
exactly where they are.

Moths to combat 
horehound 

Two moths might now be 
imported into NZ to combat 
invasive horehound, following 
a decision by the EPA.
The Horehound Biocontrol 
Group, a collective of farmers 
whose crops are infested with 
horehound, applied to introduce 
the horehound plume moth and 
horehound clearwing moth to 
attack the weed. Its application 
was supported by the MPI 
sustainable farming fund.
The two moths attack horehound 
in different ways. The larvae 
of the plume moth feed on 
horehound leaves, while those 
of the clearwing moth feed on 
the roots.
The groups says, "A recent 
survey estimates horehound 
costs to NZ dryland farmers at 
almost $7 million per year. The 
weed is a serious threat to the 
viability of some farms, as it 
establishes strongly in hill and 
high-country, especially when 
the valuable crop, lucerne,  is 
dormant in the winter. 
The EPA received 40 submission 
- 39 in  favour. They heard 
ev idence  tha t  luce rne  i s 
increasingly being used in the 
high country to mitigate the 
effects of drought” 
Dr Thomson-Carter, manager or 
new organisms said “The EPA 
accepted that there are no native 
species related to horehound 
that would be at risk if these two 
moths were introduced.

TAIHAPE BITS 

Sorting out what Taihape want in their two pending major civic projects is in the pipeline.
In a document presented at the RDC  meeting, Taihape’s two major project were included 
in the council’s Top Ten Projects report.
It said that while Council set out its position on the initial stage of development on Memorial 
Park in the draft Long Term Plan consultation document, subsequent discussions led to a 
request for a further report, outlining various options and their costs. That was provided 
to the Assets/Infrastructure Committee’s July meeting. Further information was requested 
for consideration at the committee’s August meeting, before which, a public meeting 
(including the Park User Group) was held in Taihape on August 3, to gain clearer insights 
into community views and preferences. The outcome of the meeting was considered by 
the Assets/Infrastructure Committee at its meeting on 10 August.
At present, the proposed new park amenities building project is on hold, pending an estimate 
to renovate both the facilities under the Taihape grandstand as well as the grandstand itself. 
Colspec have been engaged by RDC to undertake this assessment. Clarification is also 
being sought from Clubs Taihape on their proposed project for Memorial Park. 
The Taihape Civic Centre development project is now also intertwined with the needs 
of the Memorial Park project. Council intends to carry out further engagement with the 
Taihape community to determine a preferred option for the development of the Taihape 
Civic Centre and that consultaion is planned for 2018/19. 
Council says it will be better informed for this engagement, following a final decision on 
the nature and scope of the development of community 
facilities on Memorial Park.
